Ephesians 2:12-14
12 remember that at that time you were separate from 
Christ, excluded from citizenship in Israel and foreigners 
to the covenants of the promise, without hope and with-
out God in the world. 13 But now in Christ Jesus you who 
once were far away have been brought near through the 
blood of Christ. 
14 For he himself is our peace, who has made the two one 
and has destroyed the barrier, the dividing wall of hostility,

22 Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive your-
selves. Do what it says.  23 Anyone who listens to the 
word but does not do what it says is like a man who looks 
at his face in a mirror  24 and, after looking at himself, 
goes away and immediately forgets what he looks like. 25 
But the man who looks intently into the perfect law that 
gives freedom, and continues to do this, not forgetting 
what he has heard, but doing it--he will be blessed in 
what he does.
